Fieldhouse
The Indian Hill Board of Education passed a resolution 
to proceed with additional preconstruction work for a 
new Athletic Fieldhouse to serve the entire community; 
additionally, during February, the Village of Indian Hill 
Planning Commission approved the construction of the 
new indoor facility. Construction of the project is projected 
to be majority funded from private donations now totaling 
an estimated $10 million. Construction is anticipated to 
begin this spring, and the new fieldhouse is anticipated to 
be open no later than August of 2025.

Arts Conservatory
The Indian Hill School District is launching a new, inclusive 
K-12 Indian Hill Arts Conservatory, opening up unlimited 
opportunities for elite art education, including dance, 
studio recording, and a black box theatre. The District will 
convene an Arts Advisory Committee this spring to begin 
this important work.
